PROGRAM – June 24 
    Bruce Smith, a former journalist who has 
since served for 22 years as public informa-
tion officer at Santa Monica College spoke 
about “Writing and Producing Plays in L.A.” 
   Smith is a founding member of Play-
wrights 6, one of an elite group of play-
wright-managed companies in Los Angeles. 
As a playwright, he has authored 20 plays of 
various lengths and two screen plays. He 
has also won several playwriting awards. 
   Whereas books tell stories by verbal de-
scriptions, in the theater, playwrights tell 
stories by appealing to the viewer’s imagi-
nation. The playwright’s process, in a nut 
shell, starts with an idea, followed by re-
search, development of a character, the 
theme (or plot) of the play to develop sus-
pense, and leading to a natural end. The ef-
fectiveness of the resulting play depends 
heavily on the playwright’s usage of tone, 
imagery, and language to make the play en-
tertaining.
